Should you be taken to any hospital within the British Isles, you will be treated 

free of charge.   However, if you had to stay in hospital, then after your treatment you 

would have to pay the cost of getting back to your home on the Isle of Man.  

 

If you travel to Southern Ireland, as you may do on Pride of Mann II,  the situation is  

different and you should consider arranging travel insurance to cover any costs of  

hospitalisation and repatriation to the Island.    

 

Most insurance companies are happy to give you a quote which will vary in price according 

to your age and medical situation.
